


Step Three:
Use a slightly darker color ink than step #2.

Here Cameo Coral was used.

Step #3 completed

Step Four:
Use a darker color ink than step #3. This will be

the darkest color ink used.
Here Regal Rose was used.

Step #4 completed

Finishing touches:
For leaves, with or without masking, use the same

principle. Start with lightest color ink for step #1 and
end with the darkest color ink for step #3.

Used here: Kiwi Kiss for Step #1
Old Olive for Step #2
Always Artichoke for Step #3.
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For Masking:

« Stamp Step #1 on a post-it note (making sure to
stamp near the edge with the adhesive on the
underside) or on Eclipse masking tape.

Stamp on edge of post-it with adhesive on underside.

* Trim around stamped impression to finish the
mask. Place over stamped area to mask, and
stamp additional image.

* When all steps are stamped, peel mask off.
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
