| have come to the conclusion that most things in life or in history, philosophy, even theology can
be boiled down to one sentence. For instance the Seminole Supreme Court decision in the case
McCullough v. Maryland can be boiled down to the sentence: OThe power to tax is the power to
destroy.O AristotleOs ethics can be boiled down to, Oeverything in moderation.O It is easy to boil thing:
down; it can also be dangerous. When we do this we lose the beauty and importance of reading the
classics or understanding fully the importance of a decision of the early Supreme Court.

It is also easy to boil down the whole of Reformed theology to one sentence, OGod is sovereign.O
What this means takes a great deal more inquiry though. From this one sentence the whole of Christian
theology can be explained. God is sovereign not just for an hour on Sundays but every day of our lives
and over every aspect of our lives. Depending on how we view God this can affect us in a number of
ways. If we are to view God as an autocratic dictator then it may scare us a little; but if we view him as
a loving, caring God, willing to reveal himself to us in his son Jesus Christ, His sovereignty should
bring us comfort. We are not ultimately accountable to our bosses or co-workers, neither is the session
of the church ultimately accountable to the congregation, we are all accountable to God. By living into
this accountability we may find that we do our jobs better than before, we may be more upfront with our
fellow Christians than we once were, and our church will follow the will of our Father in Heaven.

When we live into GodOs sovereignty we will find that our lives do not simply find new meaning
but that our entire existence changes. The cost of discipleship is not simply that we come to church on
Sunday morning but that we seek out new ways to serve the Lord every day by proclaiming the Good
News to those around us in what we say and what we do. This summer is a wonderful opportunity to do
that as we vacation and go to those places that help us get away from it all. Even then we can know that
we are GodOs and God is ours; because God chooses us, we can choose God.

As the Executrix of her estate | was able to ble for payment by following the instructions on the claim
forms. "l had to provide proof of her ownership and residence and now am waiting for the approved
payment of two dividend checks.

| decided it would be worth it to search all the other members of my extended family too. "l found one in
my name, for which I've already been paid. "l also found an employment check for my 34 year old niece
who is currently unemployed out of state. "She has received her property now as well.
