1. Quiet hours are:
Weekdays10pm to 8am
Weekends11pm to 8am
Everyone should be at an occupied site 
by quiet hours. Disturbing the peace at 
any time will not be tolerated.
2. Visitors must register at the main gate 
or the office.  All cars should have a 
mirror pass or seasonal sticker on it.  
Registered campers are responsible for 
their visitors.  Day visitors must be out 
by 11:00pm, overnight visitors 3pm the 
next day.
3. Drinking of alcoholic beverages must 
be confined to your site or in the Hayloft 
lounge.  You must be 21years old or 
older to enter the Hayloft lounge.
4. No child under 14 years old is to be 
left unattended by parent or guardian 
while using campground facilities.

5. No one under 21 years is allowed to 
camp without a parent or guardian. 
6. Campsite check in time is 3pm and 
check out is 2pm. Rental check in time 
is 3pm and check out is 11am.
7. Pets must be on a leash at all times.  
No pet should be left at the site alone.  
There is a pet walk area down by stor-
age.  Please do not bring pets onto the 
ball field and clean up after your pet. 
Pets are not allowed in or around the 
rental area or public areas.
8. State of  CT requires children 16 
years and younger to wear safety 
helmets when riding their bicycles. 
Bikes must not be ridden in restricted 
areas.  All bikes must be returned to the 
site by 6:00pm on Fridays and by dusk 
Saturday-Thursday.  Bikes must follow 
speed limits.  Campground speed limit is 
5MPH.

9. No cutting trees, dead or alive.
10. Fireworks and weapons are strictly 
prohibited.
11. No joy riding around the camp-
ground.
12. Do not cut through occupied sites
13. Motorized vehicle rules:
(golf carts, scooters, etc.)
*follow posted speed limit of 5mph
*operated responsibly by a licensed 
driver
*do not leave keys in golf cart while 
unattended
*do not drive through or near any rec-
reation activity
*motorized vehicles are not to be on the 
ball field at any time
