Lesson 6: Simple Present Tense (Buddy Tense fo Past Continuous)

This tense wraps up three versions of the present tense in English. In Armenian, the simple
present means, in regards fto the verb to go, for example, | go, | am going and| do go.

Conjugation Steps

Start with a noun or pronoun for your subject.

The pronoun is followed by a verb.

Remove the -wy or the -&j ending from the verb.

Add a -mud to the end in place of the -wy or -]

Then as a separate word, add the appropriate present tense fo be auxiliary
sendmg See Lesson 4
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Example:

Gu upp- & -nud U dGup Jupn- wit -nud Gup
nnt gp- & -nwd Gu nhip nkul- & -mud Gp

Uw qU- i -mud E Upwlp hwulwl- wit -nud Bl

Gu uhpnd B (1 love) UGUp Yupnnid Glup (we read)

nnt gpnwd Gu (you write) nnip nkulinud Gp (you see)

bw gunwd E (he/shelit goes) Upwlp hwulwlnwd GU (they understand)

There are irregulars in each tense. They will need to be learned and conjugated differently.
They do not always follow the conjugation steps given above.

To have - mubuwy /s an example of a present tense irrequiar.
/t is conjugated in the simple present like this.....

GEu nlubd (I have) utlp nlklp (we have)
nnt ntlku (you have) nnip ntlkp (you have)
Uw ntlh (he/shelit has) Upwilip nLbuEl (they have)
